The Treasury, however, an-
nounced on November 18, 1958, that there may be more frequent issues
of securities sold with premiums or discounts whenever appropriate.
This "effective-yield" method of computing the average interest rate on
the public debt will more accurately reflect the interest cost to the

Treasury, and is felt to be in accord with the intent of Congress where
legislation has required the use of such rate for various purposes.
